	CRITICAL ISSUE / BIG IDEA

	Anticipatory Set (what do the students already know, why is this lesson relevant?)

	The students are finishing up a unit on Georgia O’Keefe, where they have created clay bowls and a scenic background. They will now transition in to using new materials and discussing different elements of art while creating their projects. Students also have finished discussing the practice of overlapping while they were creating still life drawings – this will be important to remind them of during the collage lesson when they are creating a background. 

	Central Focus (creating, presenting, interpreting, responding, and/or relating art to context)

	​Students will interpret the work of Nigerian artist El Anatsui and consider his ideas surrounding community and materials. Students will then create individual compositions using collage and recycled materials to reflect their ideas surrounding a community they feel that they belong to. Students will also collaborate with one another to create a large composition out of each individual square.

	Students will be asked to discuss what they observe in example artworks and share how they interpret the work. Students will be expected to share examples from their own lives and discuss with classmates the differences between their experiences.



	Accommodations for Special Populations

	In this lesson students will be asked to consider and share what communities they consider themselves a part of. For students who fall on the autism spectrum and experience difficulties with communication abilities, such as X. in Y’s classroom, this lesson will give them an opportunity to share through imagery. While students will be asked to discuss with peers and as a class, some students may find this intimidating. The teacher should pay close attention to these students during their individual planning process, because although they may hesitate to share during class discussion, they can be pushed to express their ideas in sketches, symbols or other devices. Some students with autism experience intense selective interests, which can provide challenges in getting them to create art beyond these ideas. In some cases, this can provide a good avenue to get students to consider what communities they are a part of. For example, a student with a fascination of Legos that would typically distract from engagement in other activities can be challenged to consider how there is a community built around their specific interest (ex. Conventions, forums, etc.). This can help them understand the role that this interest plays in their lives and can help them understand ways to communicate about the topic with others.

	Learning Activity

	Getting the Classroom Environment Ready

	The Powerpoint presentation is set up and there is room cleared for students to sit on the floor.


	Procedures for the Teaching/Learning Structure (indicate approximate time for each step)

	1. Students will enter the classroom and be directed to sit at the front of the room in front of the screen. The teacher candidate introduces herself and her role as a student teacher and takes a few minutes to answer questions. (5 minutes)
2. The teacher then starts the PowerPoint presentation. The first few slides have questions for the class to discuss, such as “What is community?”. The teacher guides the discussion to include different kinds of communities and how they may look for different people. She encourages them to think of different communities that they belong to, and things that connect them. (An easy example would be J.W. Reason Elementary and their catchy motto!) The teacher should also encourage them to consider symbols are used throughout these communities to connect members, or common cultural items (ex: school mascots, colors, etc.) (5 minutes)

3. The next slide introduces the first artist that works with the idea of community: Nigerian artist El Anatsui. The teacher gives a brief introduction to him and his work, as well as showing images of some of his artwork. The important things to talk about for this artist are his use of recycled materials found in his own community and what they are woven together in to. The teacher can emphasize this by asking what materials the students see, and what they think that the artist has created. El Anatsui’s sculptures are used to create large metallic fabrics representative of traditional drapery in his culture, and are created using found waste materials littered throughout the streets. The teacher can also show some moments from the video of his installation process at The Met so that students can get a sense for how the artist works and how the art is displayed in a gallery. (10 minutes)
4. Finally, the teacher introduces the project to the students. Each student will be exploring communities that they consider themselves to be a part of. This can come in the form of cultural identities, sports teams, their school, etc. For whatever community they select, they should think of an image, pattern or design that represents this group. They will be using old magazines and newspapers to collage their image, and are also given the option to use additional recycled materials such as bottle caps, plastic bags or twist ties to add texture and variety in their work. The teacher uses her own example to point out how she visualized her own community. Each student is given an 8x8” square to work on, with the final goal being to collaborate to construct one large “tapestry” including each students square, as a representation of the unity of multiple communities under one classroom. (5 minutes)
5. Students are asked to return to their seats where a piece of scrap paper and pencils are provided for them. They should begin jotting down ideas for their work, considering what communities they are a part of, and what images they associate with them. Many students will remain in the brainstorming stage through the end of the period, and if they have solidified an idea, the teacher can approve them to begin sketching out their designs on their square, reminding them that because they will be using collage materials in a limited space, it is best that their images are not too detailed and consider what colors they will need to complete. (10 minutes)
6. For cleanup, students are reminded to have their names written on the back of their brainstorming sheets as well as their squares if they have started, and to put their pencils back in the center table before being dismissed to lineup. (5 minutes)

	Closure, Review & Anticipation (what’s next?)

	If during work time, students have solidified an idea, the teacher can approve them to begin sketching out their designs on their square, reminding them that because they will be using collage materials in a limited space, it is best that their images are not too detailed and consider what colors they will need to complete.

	Students at this level have a really hard time with the collage concept! Definitely consider this for an older age. For starting out, would be helpful just to collage background color.

	Accommodations for Special Populations

	Some students may have a difficult time envisioning the pieces of the collage to come together as a whole new picture. Rather than cutting out colors or shapes, students may be fixated on using specific images (i.e. a picture of a mountain rather than creating a mountain out of colors) for their backgrounds. This can be enforced by reiterating that the background must be completed before adding fine details or objects in the foreground.

	Getting the Classroom Environment Ready

	Magazines are placed throughout the room on the tables, as well as scissors and pencils. Most students will not be ready to start gluing yet, but in the case that some are, there will be one table set up as a glue station with paint-brushes and trays for students to put wet projects on. One side table will have materials for a demonstration on how to use collage materials. The board will have written on it the steps for completion. 


	Procedures for the Teaching/Learning Structure (indicate approximate time for each step)

	1. When students enter, they will be asked to sit at the front of the room. The teacher will review what they discussed in the last class, asking students to share what they remember about the artist as well as what they recall from the beginning of their project. (5 minutes)
2. The teacher will then ask the students to gather around one of the tables where the demonstration materials have been set up. The teacher will demonstrate how to use the collage materials, including a second coat of the modge-podge to seal in the images. She will also remind students to consider how they may wish to layer other objects over the magazine collage, so this will serve as their background. As she demonstrates these techniques she will also remind students of basic rules while using paintbrushes and glue, as well as the procedure for where to put work when it is wet (on the drying rack). Before releasing students to their tables to work, she will review the steps of the project to them again, which have also been written on the board. (5 minutes)
3. First students are expected to have completed brainstorming and get teacher approval on their ideas before receiving their square. Once they get their square they may begin sketching, keeping in mind that in a small space and with collage materials, they do not need to get too detailed. Once they have sketched out their image they may begin collecting pieces from the magazines to use in their collage. They should have the majority of their pieces for the background cut out before they move to the gluing table to begin gluing them down. Even after gluing down pieces, they may need to return to the magazines to find more images or colors. Most students will be working on this step through the remainder of the period. (30 minutes)
4. For cleanup, students are instructed to make sure that they have their name written on the scrap paper and to put all of their loose collage pieces that they wish to save in to their makeshift folders, and to stack these at the edge of their desks. If any students were gluing, they are to move the entire tray to the drying rack and rinse their brush. All scissors and pencils should be replaced to the center table before students return to their seats to be dismissed by the teacher. (5 minutes)


	Clean-up Procedures (Room, Materials & Work Storage)

	1. For cleanup, students are instructed to make sure that they have their name written on the scrap paper and to put all of their loose collage pieces that they wish to save in to their makeshift folders, and to stack these at the edge of their desks. 	Getting the Classroom Environment Ready

	Two tables are pushed together and set up as the gluing/collaging station complete with brushes and trays for individual works. The other tables have assorted magazines as well as the work that the students have already started. 


	Procedures for the Teaching/Learning Structure (indicate approximate time for each step)

	1. When students enter, they will be reminded of where they left off last class, and told to find their started work. Before releasing students to their tables to work, she will review the steps of the project to them again, which have also been written on the board. (5 minutes). 

2. First students are expected to have completed brainstorming and get teacher approval on their ideas before receiving their square. Once they get their square they may begin sketching, keeping in mind that in a small space and with collage materials, they do not need to get too detailed. Once they have sketched out their image they may begin collecting pieces from the magazines to use in their collage. (By this time in the project, most students should be at this place.) They should have the majority of their pieces for the background cut out before they move to the gluing table to begin gluing them down. Even after gluing down pieces, they may need to return to the magazines to find more images or colors. Some students may be ready to attach any additional recycled materials to their compositions. For heavier items that cannot be collaged or glued over, they may request help from the cooperating teacher in using a glue gun to attach the items. As students are finishing, they should move their drying pieces to the drying rack, This project is stressed as an overall collaboration, so students should be willing to help their peers in completion of their projects by helping them locate or cut colors/images for their collages. The goal for the end of the class is that most students are completed with their collages and have their work drying. (30 minutes)

3. For cleanup, students are instructed to make sure that they have their name written on the scrap paper and to put all of their loose collage pieces that they wish to save in to their makeshift folders, and to stack these at the edge of their desks. If any students were gluing, they are to move the entire tray to the drying rack and rinse their brush. All scissors and pencils should be replaced to the center table before students return to their seats to be dismissed by the teacher. (5 minutes)


	Clean-up Procedures (Room, Materials & Work Storage)

	1. For cleanup, students are instructed to make sure that they have their name written on the scrap paper and to put all of their loose collage pieces that they wish to save in to their makeshift folders, and to stack these at the edge of their desks. If any students were gluing, they are to move the entire tray to the drying rack and rinse their brush. All scissors and pencils should be replaced to the center table before students return to their seats to be dismissed by the teacher. (5 minutes)



	Closure, Review & Anticipation (what’s next?)

	As students exit they will be told that those still finishing will have a chance in the next period, and those who are done will begin to help assemble the final composition.

	At this point some students will be done with their individual compositions. When they are complete, they have two choices: they can begin to write about the project to include with the Earth Day presentation, OR they can start to make braids out of plastic bags that will be used to connect the individual collages and hang the composition.
