	Tables are prepared with different colors and cuts of construction paper as well as glue and scissors. 


	Procedures for the Teaching/Learning Structure (indicate approximate time for each step)

	1. When students enter, they are instructed to come to the front and sit on the floor instead of taking their assigned seats. (3 minutes)
2. The teacher begins the PowerPoint, and asks students to think of some kind of hats they know of. Then, the teacher piques their excitement by telling them that they will get to make their very own unique hats that are unlike anything they have ever seen. The next few slides show some examples of homemade crazy hats, that the teacher will nickname “Happy Hats”. She will ask the students to point out what they see in the different hats, directing them to notice things such as colors and shapes. The next few slides show some pieces of these different shapes and paper folds they may use. She has them name some of the shapes again. Then she shows them her hat. She shows them the areas that she has used certain techniques, such as overlapping, folding, curling and gluing on the inside versus gluing on the outside. She calls their attention to a shape that has been simply cut out and glued to the outside of the hat (not hanging off). This is what they will be working on today. She tells them that first they must draw and cut out at least 5 shapes before they can get a glue stick from the center table. She reminds them that they can make many different shapes from different colors and even create patterns. (10 minutes)
3. The teacher will call on the quietest students first to come up and choose which color bands they would like to make their hats on (2 minutes)
4. Students return to their seats. They begin working by first drawing their shapes with pencils and then cutting them out. They are reminded that they should have at least 5 cut out before they glue. When the first person is ready to glue, the teacher uses them as an example to show how they should be gluing on the shapes. She demonstrates that she puts the glue on the shape first and then lays it on the paper. She makes sure (by asking clarifying questions) that students know they are not to put the glue directly on the strip of their hat. (5 minutes)
5. Students continue working for the remainder of the class. The teacher monitors the room and ensures students are on task, and encourages them to continue making and adding shapes even after they have done their first five. (5 minutes)

6. For cleanup, students are instructed to replace all materials, including the leftover scraps of colored paper (which go in a box placed at the front of the room), to their spots and to make sure the floors and tables are cleaned up around them. They then are instructed to sit quietly and wait until their table is dismissed to line up at the door. (5 minutes)



	Clean-up Procedures (Room, Materials & Work Storage)

	1. For cleanup, students are instructed to replace all materials, including the leftover scraps of colored paper (which go in a box placed at the front of the room), to their spots and to make sure the floors and tables are cleaned up around them. They then are instructed to sit quietly and wait until their table is dismissed to line up at the door. (5 minutes)

	1. Students enter and are directed to sit in the front of the classroom. The teacher asks students to recall what they have started in the previous class. She reminds them of the different kinds of shapes, colors and patterns they may have used. (5 minutes)
2. Next, she introduces the next thing they can add to their hats: the strips. She shows them how to cut a long strip, and then different ways that they can fold, twist or shape their paper strips. Once she makes a strip, she shows them how to attach it to their hat by gluing the back of the strip first and then pressing it on to the band of their hat. She tells the students that their goal for the rest of the class is to make at least three different folded strips and attach them to their bands. (5 minutes)

3. For the remainder of the class, students work independently to cut, fold and attach their strips. The teacher monitors the room and assists students as needed, while formatively assessing their understanding and abilities by asking questions. (15 minutes)
4. For cleanup, students are instructed to place their hats in a pile on the center table, their scraps in the bin up front, and all materials away in their place at the center table. (5 minutes)


	Clean-up Procedures (Room, Materials & Work Storage)

She then introduces the last part of making their hats: the final decorations. She talks about each different material that is on the table and gives brief instruction on to use/how not to use them to decorate. She reminds the students that they do not want to use too many decorations because it may cover up what they have put on their hats so far. 
2. For the remainder of the class, students work independently to decorate. The teacher monitors the room and assists students as needed, while formatively assessing their understanding and abilities by asking questions. (15 minutes)

3. For cleanup, students are instructed to bring their hats to the drying rack, their scraps in the bin up front, and all materials away in their place at the center table. (5 minutes)
